After two long years of COVID induced lockdown,
we are back in the campus to celebrate our 56th
Foundation Day and | feel privileged to be presenting
the 55th Annual Report of the academic year 2021-
22.

The results of the school in the AISSCE &
AISSE is an indicator of the academic excellence
that the school maintains. In spite of it being a very
challenging year for both teachers and students with
online classes , CRS could achieve 100% results in
both std 10 & 12 examinations and our students have
proved that :

Ranjini Mam

As she looks back on the years since joining CRS,
Ranjini Ma’am still dwells on her wonderful memories with
the school. She was a brilliant scholar, a passionate writer
and a dedicated mentor with an inspiring personality.
She has a very unique flair for vocabulary and has often

captivated students with her ability to bend words
elegantly.

Before joinning CRS she was just a young woman
having earlier worked a dull job in a bank. She joined along
with her son who, she was glad, was given an exemplary
education. As she recollects her initial years in school,
Ranjini Ma’am frankly opens up on how the young children
have developed her as a fine teacher; how their ‘open and
candid’ nature has ‘mellowed her down’. And now after
years she is more than happy to have been a teacher and
much more to be a part of this institution.

We recently had a chance to speak with Ranjini Ma’am
and here is how she replied to some of our engaging
questions:

Ifnot a teacher what else would you have chosen as a career?

“I would have done anything to do with writing or
speaking, maybe a content writer which is a popular one on
the internet. Or may be editing or writing for a magazine or
journalism or anything in that line.”

Has technology made teaching more simple?

“I think I will go with the word adventurous. There
were pickups. We found it difficult. But sometimes it opens a
road to heaven as it brings everything to our fingertips. But
then we also have our limitations of network and not being a
tech-expert. Overall it has a true potential and I am all for it.
How will you define a ‘good day’ at school?

“A good day is a day when I have to teach a challenging
topic, generally grammar or a poem, and when I see that
the lecture communicates with the children and when they
are responsive and participative I come back home feeling
triumphant that somehow I have made a difference. It
makes my day”

Can you tell us about your love for Kerala Saree.

“That is my lineage; my roots. It gives you an identity.
And T think this is one of the most understated, elegant
dresses. Very quiet but yet distinctive. This is very quiet
and white and at the edge there is a loud noise of kasavu
and colour and that makes it so interesting.

Can you also tell us about your fascination for Reva.

“I loved the car because it was easy to get into. It was
a tiny car best fitted for terrible traffic. But then later on it
made me feel like a celebrity. Wherever I went, people used
to admire the car. And I got so used to it that I used to talk
about it like my daughter. Unfortunately we had to part
before I left the school. She was very special.”

Ranjini Ma’am continues with an incident of how a parent
once identified her by her iconic car. Just like her love for her
car, Ranjini Ma’am also has a taste for travelling. As a child she
had a chance to travel all around India since her father was in
the defence. And then as an adult she got a chance to travel to
many countries and her favourite among them was Japan. She

often shares stories of her travels with her students.

Ranjini Ma’am still loves watching class assemblies and
it is one of those things that she will truly miss about school.
She says that it is the only programme that isn’t perfect and
all those childish errors that children make when they are
by themselves is what makes class assemblies wonderful.
And one thing you never knew about Ranjini Ma'am is that
she loved embroidery and has a talent for it.

Can you describe your last one year in CRS in three words?

“It was invigorating, tech-soaked and very comfortable
with a tinge of nostalgia”

As a teacher what was your proudest moment at school?

“It was when the children brought back the debate
trophy. I am so passionate about debate. So whenever I get
a chance I try to coach. It gives me a big hype and I feel
very good about it. Personally I was a regular competitor
for essay writing and have won many times. It assures me
that I can still write and people appreciate good writing.”
When you step down the stairs of CRS for the last time,
what will be the things that you will miss the most?

“When I look back I will miss a bunch of friends and
a bunch of students with shining eyes wishing me ‘good
morning’. Children in polished shoes, neat uniforms, the
smell of pages, the noise vibrance and arguments, all those
programmes, announcements and magazines, being at
the centre of the storm. But I will miss the sound and the
vibrance of the school the most.”




Hemalatha Ma’am

Being one of the senior most teachers of CRS,
Hemalatha Ma’am earns our respect for knowing the
school to the heart. She is a devoted teacher, a mathematics
mastermind and she has a unique skill to handle situations
pleasantly. Her modesty and her amicable approach in
dealing with students makes her popular among them.

She joined CRS in 1986 as a Trained Graduate Teacher.
As a teacher she has had the rarest of the rare opportunity
to teach even the children of her students.Hemalatha mam
recounts a situation when she had to talk a student through
her fear of exams. Likewise she has not only taught but also
nurtured quite a few generations of students. Now after
36 long years she is retiring with a bunch of memories to
cherish.

Following is a fragment of our chat with Hemalatha
Ma’am and how she replied to some of our questions.

Ma’am for you, what makes a good day at school?

“When I come out of a class and feel satisfied that
I was able to communicate with my students whatever I
wanted to and when I feel that confidence in their faces it
makes my day good”

Can you share something that you feel has not changed
over the years you have been in the school?

“I think that would be our prayer songs.The prayers
recited in our assemblies have always stayed the same.
Certain prayers were even written by our teachers and
I really appreciate that. But now that we have shifted to
new surroundings and new situations a lot of things have
changed.”

Maths is not everyone’s cup of tea, but you have made it
more simple. How do you do that?

“I agree to that because maths is a subject where you
need a little.aptitude. But students who work hard can very
well manage it. And on my part I haven't done anything
special. I usually concentrate on concept based learning. I
also made sure that if any student needed my help I gave
them more attention. And if students do feel that I have
made it simple for them then that will be the happiest thing
I could hope for.”

“Other than teaching maths what other school activity do
you find engaging”

“Of course the exam committee! I was in charge
of the exam committee for a long time. And luckily for
the previous two years I was exempted from the duty as
everything was shifted to the online mode.Otherwise I was
enjoying that. I also used to monitor the discipline during
school functions. I have also had duties behind the stage
but never anything on the stage.”

Mam continues with an incident of how once she
was given dance duty for foundation day. Hemalatha
ma’am also enjoyed her duties for sports day. She herself
was a sports enthusiast. She was an athlete in school. But
she never had great opportunities to pursue her interest
in sports. Ma’am is also an ardent fan of the refinian cup.

Both her children were part of the team and they usually
had discussions of the game at home. Her most memorable
moment however was when one of her students scored
cent percent in the board exams. It was the fact that she
earned it through hardwork that delighted her the most.

When you step down the stairs of CRS for the last time,
what will be the things that you will miss the most?

“That is surely going to be my students. Their little
naughtiness, their happiness, the tension on their faces and
every other thing about them. I will also miss my ‘friends’,
our leisure time and everything we have shared with each
other.”

What are your plans after retirement?

“Presently I have decided to spend time with my
family. I have my aged mother and my granddaughter at
home. So I would like to spend more time with them and
enjoy both generations. But still I would like to be with the
students for a while, maybe like a tuition class. I have felt
young when mingling with young students and always
wanted to be one among you.I haven’t decided on anything
but this is what is in my mind.”

Finally, stepping down as a teacher, Hemalatha
Ma’am reminds her students to mark their presence in all
the school activities, make full use of the excellent facilities
provided by the school and to maintain a wonderful
relationship with their teachers.
