Improper management of waste es-
pecially in towns and big cities has led
to excess of gases in the atmosphere.
Greenhouse gases like methane are
released into the atmosphere occur-
ring to decompose organic matter.
This has a serious negative impact on
the environment as it leads to meth-
ane emission, soil degradation, water
pollution and disruption of aquatic
flora and fauna. The aquatic ecosys-
tem is disrupted owing to contamina-
tion of water which causes harm to
the aquatic creators. The combustion

of solid wastes in landfills in towns re-
leases large amounts of toxic gases ‘!

like the extremely poisonous dioxin
into the air. To add on, the inefficient
municipal waste management system
in towns has proved to be detrimental
to the town folk. It is one of the root
causes of a wide range of problems
like spread of infectious diseases,
land and water pollution, obstruc-
tion of drainage systems and loss of
biodiversity. It also affects wildlife in-
habiting the area. Food waste thrown
carelessly on streets are the breeding
grounds for pests and attract stray
dogs to the area. After the Bramapu-
ram incident in Kerala which was a re-
sult of improper waste management,
the management of waste is a rising

concern among the common folk in the towns. This
can be done by:

EFFECTIVE WASTE MANAGEMENT METHODS

The waste collected from towns can vary from solid,
liquid and even gaseous products. It can be industrial,
domestic, biomedical or even radioactive waste. The
municipalities in towns have adopted various methods
of managing and disposing waste which can be broad-
ly classified into two:

i) Landfills

This refers to a huge ground where garbage is
dumped. It is used for disposal of different kinds of
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wastes. The key for effectively managing
wastes in landfill also lies in proper supervision
to prevent accidents like the Brahmapuram in-
cident in Kerala.

ii) Incinerator

The waste collected from towns as well as
the solid residual of waste water treatment is
disposed by combustion of the waste which
forms residual and gaseous products. On one
side this has successfully reduced the piling up
of waste on streets but this method is not sus-
tainable in the long run as combustion of the
waste releases greenhouse gases like carbon
dioxide which can sabotage the ecosystem in
the long run.

To tide over the issues mentioned above
there is a need to reuse and recycle products
which can in turn reduce the amount of wastes
that end up in the landfills. The key to effective
town planning ultimately lies in proper waste
management. This can be done by following
the ‘5 R" mantra of waste management which
is - Refuse, Reduce, Reuse, Repurpose and Re-
cycle. These need to be followed at all times.
This is an eco-friendly alternative of landfills
and incinerators as it does not cause harm to
humans or the environment. The steps to be
followed are:

Step1: REFUSE
Step 2: REDUCE

There is a rising need to reduce the use of

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harmful, wasteful and non-recyclable products.
A large proportion of wastes in towns consists
of plastic wastes which do not decompose eas-
ily. They tend to pile up as landfills orend up in
the water bodies and may kill animals who ac-
cidently choke on these wastes. Hence it is of
utmost importance to reduce waste that harms
living organisms. Moreover, reducing waste
can help the town to save on the costs by re-
ducing the expenses spent on waste disposal.

Step 3: REUSE

Organic waste can be reused as manures
and fertilisers by method of decomposition.
This can later be supplied to people engaged
in agricultural or related activities in the town at
a cheaper cost than industrially produced ma-
nures and fertilisers.

Step 4: REPURPOSE
Step 5: RECYCLE

There are numerous benefits of recycling
waste. The recycled product can be utilised to
perform a different function than before. New
products can also be recycled.

The above methods prove that proper waste
management is the key to effective town plan-
ning. Proper waste management in towns
go hand in hand with awareness regarding
the hazards of improper waste management.
Therefore it is of paramount importance to
make people aware about the hazards of im-
proper disposal of waste. Waste management
should start at a small scale in each and every
home. This can be in the form of setting up bio-
gas plants or vermi compost pits.

Q1. Out of all subjects, why Chemistry?

J: "My Chemistry teacher, Mr. PK Thomas, was
an excellent person, and it was because of him
that I chose to be a teacher. Chemistry is nothing
but full of colours and experiments, just like our
lives. Our life is full of experiments — we experi-
ment, observe, and draw conclusions.”

Q2. If you could change your subject for a day,
which one would it be?

J: “Physical Training (PT)! Because PT allows
you to be with nature and teaches you valuable
lessons like sportsmanship, teamwork, and coop-
eration.”

Q3. If you had a chance to go back to school as
a kid and be a teacher again, would you?

J: "Definitely. I have always cherished my
school life; those were the best times ever. It was
because of my teachers; I had excellent teachers.”

Q4. Was there a moment when a student
taught you something?

J: “Many students have taught me a lot of
good values in my life.”

Q5. 35 years as a teacher in CRS and more than
5 years as a student. What do you feel when
you gear up to leave this campus?

J: ‘T am actually looking forward to leaving.
CRS is like my second home. I want to bid fare-
well to everyone casually and leave on my bus as

if I am going on vacation. I don’'t want anyone
dropping me off at my house.”

Q6. For 4-5 decades, every morning starts with
thoughts of CRS and returning to CRS. How do
you envision your coming days? Do you have
any plans?

For 45 years, especially after becoming a
teacher, I haven't slept well.”

Q7. CRS has given you a heart full of mem-
ories.

I did not ex-
pect that; it touched me deeply.”

Q8. A message that you would like to convey
to your dear Refinians?

Participate in all ac-
tivities at school, but once you are home, focus
solely on your studies.”
